Our remembrance is not meant to be a sentimental recollection, it’s meant to be a firm and
dignified acknowledgment of those who have sacrificed their lives for the care of their
country, and we extend that remembrance to those who were left behind in grief and loss,
and to those who returned broken in body and often in sprit.

As we say at the end of the Ode: lest we forget.

Lest we forget God who created all people to live in peace with each other.
Lest we forget the one who died and rose for us, Jesus Christ,
and to be renewed in his love for us.
Lest we forget the gift of life itself given to us by God.
Lest we forget the gift of mercy and forgiveness, won for us by Christ on the cross.
Lest we forget the gift of love and hope implanted deep in us
by the Holy Spirit of the Lord.
Lest we forget Jesus in our own lives, in the lives of our families,
in our very selves.

At the going down of the sun, and in the morning light, Christ is with us. From death to life,
in his crucifixion and in his resurrection, may we remember him, Christ our Lord, Christ our
hope, Christ our friend, Christ our life.
